Solution: a. Soccer  b. Answers will vary. A sample answer is shown.

   The two bars for sport A are the same height. 

   That means that the same number of boys and girls chose that sport. 

   The clue says that the same number of boys and girls chose soccer.

Problem 2

Solution: a. volleyball  b. Answers will vary. A sample answer is shown.
The height of one of the bars for flag football must match the height of one of the bars for B. That means that Sport B must be volleyball.

Problem 3:
Solution: a. 40  b. Answers will vary. A sample answer is shown.

5 boys and 5 girls chose soccer, 3 boys and 2 girls chose basketball, 10 boys and 3 girls chose flag football, and 2 boys and 10 girls chose volleyball. 5 + 5 + 3 + 2 + 10 + 3 + 2 + 10 = 40
